VACATION BIBLE SCHOOL
What a GREAT SUCCESS!  In June we ministered to 50 children 
from our community and on the last night of VBS we had 48 in attendance.
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A team of 59 persons from Belden Baptist Church, Belden, Mississippi came to Capitol Heights Baptist in Pierre during the month of June.  Initially, an advance team of seven came to help in canvassing the area with VBS leaflets.  Two weeks later the action team of 59 arrive on a church bus, a church van and a pick-up truck; both the van and the truck hauling trailers.  After an exciting Sunday morning worship service the team began transforming the sanctuary into a Roman marketplace.  The VBS theme was ROME – PAUL and THE UNDERGROUND CHURCH.  The weeks of community preparation paid off as we ministered to 50 children during the week-long VBS.  The children attending VBS were fed a meal each night prior to starting.  Also, we acquired the use of the Heartland Baptist trailer with bouncy castles and popcorn machine.  This was a real hit with all the kids.  On the final day we had 48 children in attendance.  There were many positive contacts and great opportunities for evangelism.  
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MISSING THE MARK

Not too far out on the South Dakota plains (beside the main road) you’ll find a huge target and a giant arrow that has seemingly fallen short of its mark.  What it means and what it’s there for baffles everyone.  However, to me it had a clear biblical message.  We have all missed the mark; the mark of goodness, righteousness and perfection. He knows a bit about religion, mostly what he’s seen and that’s not always been pretty.  His idea about going to heaven is that you’ve got to be “straight-up with folk and then you’ll be okay.  Otherwise, you’ve got to really be super religious”.  Yet there is something deep down inside of Charles that yearns for the Truth.  
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Charles wanted to marry Ruth.  He thought about getting married at the Sturgis Bike Rally or the Courthouse here in Pierre, mainly because he couldn’t find a minister who was willing to conduct their ceremony.  He had been living with Ruth for 11 years and now wanted to make it right.  This scared off most ministers.  To me it was a fantastic opportunity to introduce Jesus to this dear man and woman.  I happily agreed to perform their wedding.  They were thrilled and now there is a wide-open door to share Christ with this couple.  Already, he has eagerly accepted a Biker Bible (a New Testament with Biker testimonies throughout), a few Christian Motorcyclists Association (CMA) tracts and has listened intently as I shared with him how salvation is found at the cross of Jesus and how this salvation is free to all who will come.  I shared with Charles how Jesus is the only way; not religion or denomination, to which he replied, “I’ve never heard this before!”  Please pray for Charles and Ruth.  Pray for the Holy Spirit to constantly intrude upon their hearts until there is conviction leading to confession.  
Thank You from the bottom of our hearts for your love, prayers and for those of you who feel led to contribute financial support to this ministry.  We never take for granted the knowledge that we exist on this mission field because of His call and your faithfulness.
