Observe:

1) Passion is your first step to
achievement.Your desire, not
your IQ or your DNA, deter-

mines your destiny. The
greater your desire, the greater
your potential.

2) Passion will increase your
will power. Only when you want
something bad enough will you
pay the price to achieve it. God
despises a luke warm attitude,
'l wish you were either one or
the other' (Rev 3:15). An inde-
cisive person gets nowhere
with Him, 'he is a double mind-
ed man, unstable in all his
ways'. (James 1:8).

3) Passion will change you.
When your desires are in har-
mony with God's will and you
follow them with a passion, you
can't help but become more
productive person.

4) Passion will make the
impossible, possible. Beware
of 'experts'. Sometimes what
they present as wisdom is just
short-sightedness. In 1895 a
Lord Kelvin, president of

England's Royal Society, said,
'heavier-than-air flying
machines not possible’. In
1905 the U.S President Grover
Cleveland said, 'Sensible and
responsible women do not
want to vote'. In 1923 Nobel
prize winner in physics Robert
Millikan said, 'There's no likeli-
hood man can ever tap the
power of an atom'. Jesus said
'with God all things are possi-
ble' (Mark 10:27). When you
become passionate about
God's purposes, He will show
you what is possible.

| have given prayerful consideration to the future effectiveness and growth of CMA
in the UK and consequently | should like to share with you my thoughts. | trust that
if they are of God, that they will bring blessing to an organisation that | believe in,
passionately.

My thoughts, in brief, are as follows:

I include the verses from Joshua above as | sense God is moving us into a whole
new area of CMA's development and defining new territories for us to reach out
with a greater effectiveness.

| believe that one key element to the future of CMA is that we need to ensure that
we promote our ministry to as large an audience as possible. | have met countless
committed evangelical Christians of all ages who ride bikes, but they have either
never heard of the CMA or assume we have no relevance to them as they are not
the fringe / rally style biker. If we are an outreach to bikers, that vision must include
all bikers. Therefore, CMA's outreach should reflect that.

To my mind if we can convey our mission to the Christian community, via confer-
ences, church services, outreach events, ministers meetings, bible colleges, prayer
groups etc we shall receive a greater degree of support and engage with potential
members. There could be bikers in churches who have already gained experience
in evangelism or possess other ministry skills or have practical experience that
would be ideal for the development of CMA.

We need the following type of people to come on board and catch the vision God
has for us:

Fund raisers, People with promotional skills, Bible teachers, Preachers,
Evangelists, Facilitators, Leaders, Skilled craftsmen, Organisers, Logistical people,
Pastors, Counsellors, Prayer warriors, People passionate for the lost, Musicians,
Singers, Mechanics, Representatives from all aspects of Motorcycle Sport,
Accountants, Administrators, Graphic designers, Writers, Photographers, Video
experts, Communicators with the world of Radio, TV, The God Channel, Christian
Magazines, the secular press and media, Press Release officers, People who can
build up good relationships with sponsors - either small donors or multi millionaires,
Women with a vision to reach Women, Youth Leaders, Children's workers,
Innovative dreamers with big faith within the scope of God possibilities! People who
will sit and share Jesus with anyone they have a God appointment with as the fruits
of the Spirit just ooze out from them, anyone else that hasn't crossed my mind,
because these are just the beginnings! ABOVE ALL THESE PEOPLE SHOULD BE

We need to build strong relationships with other bike organisations BMF, MAG,
local and national bike clubs etc. If there is only one person liaising with them it is
too limited, lose that person and you lose the link.
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| believe that as we grow in the number of members with skills we should make
inroads to other biker events and opportunities such as: Sports Bike Racing,
Vintage and Classic events, Trails Riding, Moto Cross, Hill Climbs, Beach races
etc. If these opportunities are prayed over and approached effectively they will
open new doors. 'Holy Joe’s' is brilliant and works, but what else can we do?

We need to put together a programme to reach out to our nation's youth and pro-
vide them with an opportunity to hear the Gospel. On the face of it we often pick up
the pieces of damaged lives, let's also try and prevent a few from going down that
road.

To conclude | wonder how the majority of CMA members view change or chal-
lenges?

Have we the faith to move forward or are we in a comfort zone?

Whatever happens let's not say "We tried that in the past but it didn't work."

| believe God has firmly got His Mighty Hand upon this organisation and sense that
He will take it forward to 'lands' that are waiting to be taken, prepared by the Lord
for us.

By no means do | want to imply that these thoughts are the only way we can
progress, but | feel strongly that they will produce long term, foundational growth
that will stabilise and strengthen CMA. This organisation can, within a ten-year peri-
od change beyond all recognition to the glory of God and see lives made whole by
the Blood of Christ, but for this to be accomplished we need your faithful commit-
ment both practically and prayerfully.
